After the meeting had been duly called to order, the following Resolution was offered by Mr. Harting, and seconded by Mr. Fetscher, to wit:
WHEREAS, the Rensselaer County Water and Sewer Authority (the “Authority”) operates the sewer system in the Pheasant Run subdivision in the Town of Schodack; and 

WHEREAS, in 2017, the Authority solicited proposals for septic maintenance and plumbing for the sewage system; and

WHEREAS, the two firms currently performing such services – A Septic Service and Mountain Top Portable Toilets – submitted the only proposals, which nonetheless were higher than the prior contract fees; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority authorized execution of renewal contracts with the two contractors; and

WHEREAS, the Authority has examined the fiscal impacts of the increased plumbing and maintenance costs and has determined that an increase in the fee for sewer service is appropriate.  


NOW, THEREFORE, it is hereby 

RESOLVED, that the Authority hereby approves $50.00 increase in the annual sewer service fee in the subdivision (i.e., from $800.00 to $850.00), effective January 1, 2018, from January 1, 2018 through December 31, 2018.
